 Some are at conception stage: discussion of legal framework -
establishment of governance structure and the framework as well
e.g. DRC

* Moz. had their legal framework recently sanctioned. They have
TVET QF and the aim is to develop a comprehensive NQF

* Most QF governance bodies are under Ministries of Education
e MS have ten—level NQFs, three sub-frameworks

* Most MS are in the process of reviewing their NQFs, some even the
legal and policy instruments
